Verse sheets
must be completed and turned into Pastor Doug AT LEAST 1 week prior to attending church camp or you will be
required to pay the entire fee of camp this summer. Junior Campers (3™ - 6" Grade) are required to say 7 of the
Scripture passages. Jr. High & Sr. High Campers are required to say all 10 Scripture passages.

CAMPER’S NAME: GRADE:

John 1:1-5 (ESV) - In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. He was in the
beginning with God. All things were made through him, and without him was not any thing made that was made. In
him was life, and the life was the light of men. The light shines in the darkness, and the darkness has not overcome it.

Psalm 111:10 (ESV) - The fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom; all those who practice it have a good
understanding. His praise endures forever! (teacher's initials) (date)

Ecclesiastes 3:11 (ESV) - He has made everything beautiful in its time. Also, he has put eternity into man's heart, yet
so that he cannotfind out what God has done from the beginning to the end.

Titus 2:11-14 (ESV) - For the grace of God has appeared, bringing salvation for all people, training usto renounce
ungodliness and worldly passions, and to live self-controlled, upright, and godly lives in the present age, waiting for
our blessed hope, the appearing of the glory of our great God and Savior Jesus Christ, who gave himself for us to
redeem us from all lawlessness and to purify for himself a people for his own possession who are zealous for good

Deuteronomy 32:4 (ESV) - He is the Rock, his work is perfect, for all his ways are justice. A God of faithfulness and

Colossians 3:1-4 (ESV) - If then you have been raised with Christ, seek the things that are above, where Christ is,
seated at the right hand of God. Set your minds on things above, not on things that are on earth. For you have died,
and your life is hidden with Christ in God. When Christ who is your life appears, then you also will appear with him in

Psalm 86:15 (ESV) - But you, O Lord, are a God merciful and gracious, slow to anger and abounding in steadfast love

Romans 10:9-10 (ESV) - If you confess with your mouth that Jesus is Lord and believe in your heart that God raised
him from the dead, you will be saved. For with the heart one believes and is justified, and with the mouth one
confesses and is saved. (teacher's initials) (date)

John 8:31-32 (ESV) - So Jesus said to the Jews who had believed him, “If you abide in my word, you are truly my
disciples, and you will know the truth, and the truth will set you free.”

Colossians 1:15-20 (ESV) - He is the image of the invisible God, the firstborn of all creation. For by him all things were
created, in heaven and on earth, visible and invisible, whether thrones or dominions or rulers or authorities—all things
were created through him and for him. And he is before all things, and in him all things hold together. And he is the
head of the body, the church. He is the beginning, the firstborn from the dead, that in everything he might be
preeminent. For in him all the fullness of God was pleased to dwell, and through him to reconcile to himself all things,
whether on earth or in heaven, making peace by the blood of his cross.
